Matters Arising from the Minutes to be noted by the Parish Council: 
a) Notification conditions No. 3 (Ground condition survey), 4 (Landscaping), 6 (Facing Materials), 9 (Ground surfacing materials), 11 (off road parking spaces), 13 (fences and walls) of planning permission 11/00599/FUL which permitted the demolition of the existing detached bungalow and its replacement with two detached dwellings.  29 Charter Lane, have been discharged.
b) Info. from PCSO Featherstone about a free app called Hollie Guard, which allows phone users to set up an alert system if they are in a situation where they feel unsafe eg: being followed.  Once the app is set up, just shake your phone which will send an emergency text with your exact location to your chosen contact.  Shake again and a high decibel alarm is emitted.
DECLARATION OF INTEREST:
If the interest to be declared arises only as a result of your membership of another public body or one to which you have been appointed by the Council, then you only need to declare it if you intend to speak.  If the personal interest is a prejudicial interest, you must withdraw from the meeting.  You should leave the room before the business starts to be discussed.  You do however, have the same right to speak as a member of the public and may remain in the room to enable you to exercise that right and then leave immediately.  In either case you must not seek to improperly influence a decision of the matter.
