INTERIM ACTION BETWEEN MEETINGS
The following items of correspondence are for your information, however, should you wish to submit observations on any of them between Parish Council Meetings, please let me know by email and I will endeavour to obtain everyone’s views and submit a response. (I have attached details of the correspondence to this email in the form of a briefing note to accompany this document)
Much of the correspondence we are receiving at this time is informative and a decision/response can be given when the Parish Council next meets.  Anything different and I will inform you when I forward the correspondence
To Accept the draft Minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Council held on 2nd March 2020 – I have attached the draft Minutes of the March Parish Council Meeting which can be agreed in principle and then signed the next time the Parish Council meets.
Correspondence and Information items received:
a) Notification that consent has been granted for tree works (felling of an oak tree) included in the application for tree works to a protected tree at the r/o 3 Cherry Tree Close.  I have emailed Bill Whisker and asked for the reasons behind the decision as the Parish Council opposed this.
b) Email update re: Southern Parishes – Clancutt Lane Priority Project.  Copy of email in the attached briefing document.
c) Correspondence relating to Preston Road, Town Lane, drainage and flooding issues, from BC Whittaker.  I have copied the correspondence in to the attached briefing document.
d) Notification from Chorley Council Neighbourhood Priorities Officer that they will be transferring the £2000 from their budget this year, towards purchase and installation of hardstandings and picnic tables at Orchard Gardens, to the Parish Council for you to pursue this project in due course.  A copy of this email and my response are in the briefing document.
