INTERIM ACTION BETWEEN MEETINGS
The following items of correspondence are for your information, however, should you wish to submit observations on any of them between Parish Council Meetings, please let me know by email and I will endeavour to obtain everyone’s views and submit a response. (I will forward details of the necessary correspondence to accompany this document shortly if I have not already done so when I received it)
1. To Accept the Notes of Interim Action following the cancellation of the Meeting of the Parish Council scheduled to be held on 1st June 2020 – I have attached the notes of the Interim Action of the Parish Council since the cancellation of the June Meeting which can be agreed in principle and then signed the next time the Parish Council meets.
2. Correspondence and Information items received:
a) Letter of thanks and appreciation for your thoughtfulness in delivering boxes of essentials from Mr & Mrs Johnson.

b) Letter of thanks and appreciation for your thoughtfulness in delivering boxes of essentials from Mr & Mrs Tickle.

c) Letter of thanks and appreciation for your thoughtfulness in delivering boxes of essentials from Mrs Barlow.

d) Notification Chorley Council objected to LCC Reg 3/4 application ref: LCC/2020/0023 (variation of condition 11 of planning permission ref: LCC/2019/0054 to allow the importation of materials without submission of details of traffic island and widening of site access on Preston Road.  The Laurels at Charnock Richard, Preston Road, Charnock Richard.  Refused by LCC.
e) Notification of consent for tree works to a protected tree – Chorley BC TPO (Charnock Richard) 1991: Sycamore – fell.  2 Cherry Tree Close, Charnock Richard.
f)  Notification planning permission granted for single storey front extension.  Lyndale, Preston Road, Charnock Richard.

g) Notification planning permission granted for erection of detached double garage.  Moss Farm Cottage, 19 Charter Lane, Charnock Richard.

h) Notification planning permission granted for erection of 1 detached dwellinghouse, following the demolition of existing buildings and part demolition of existing stable block.   Land at the junction of Mill Lane, Preston Road, Charnock Richard.
i) Notification from Chorley Council tree officer that each application for tree works is considered on its own merits and that a condition has been attached to both permissions for tree felling at the rear of 2 and 3 Cherry Tree Close for planting of replacement trees.  Species and location to be agreed in writing with Chorley Council.

j) Confirmation that the ROSPA Mossie Close Play Area inspection will take place in August.

k) Consultation from NALC on the New Model Code of Conduct – for your comment.

l) Notification of the change of date and name to The Great British September clean should you wish to get involved.

m) Delivery of boxes of essential fruit and vegetables.  To date funding for this project is as follows:  £1000 Parish Council, £1000 Charnock Richard United Charities, £1000 Charnock Richard United Charities passed on from Peter Lathom Charity, £500 from Tesco Bags of Help (they reconsidered our application once they committed additional funds) = £3500.  To date 238 boxes of essentials have been delivered = £2380.  This leaves £1120 still available.  Kevin at the Hinds Head has now stopped his fruit and veg stall/deliveries.  Who would Councillors like to ask to continue deliveries until all funds have been utilised?  If we go to the end of the list for a second time there will be £440 left.  An additional £1040 would be required to complete the list a 3rd time.  OR, the Council could consider £10 vouchers for Mrs M’s Pantry with the remainder, and then decide how and to whom these could be given.  Alternatively, in view of the fact that the PC will have no expenditure related to the Best Kept Garden and Village competitions this year, you could top up the £440 to £1480 by adding a further £1040 from PC funds, purchase vouchers from Mrs M’s Pantry, and give everyone on the list a £10 voucher for Mrs M’s Pantry rather than a 3rd box of essentials, thereby supporting a second business in the village if Mrs M’s Pantry is agreeable to this.  Suggestions please as to how you would like to proceed with this.
3. Reports from Parish Councillors
1) Report from Councillors Bishop and Cornwell of problems on the public rights of way from Freemans Lane to Coppull with fallen trees and obstruction of the rights of way.  Councillor Bishop has confirmed that the fallen tree has been removed by LCC, however, she will continue to pursue other reported issues.
2) Councillor Bishop has reported that there may be some giant hogweed close to the factory path which may/may not present a problem if people stray from the route of the right of way.  She will also continue to monitor the situation with giant hogweed near Plymouth Bridge.
4. Planning – observations on the following application/s are required please:
1) 20/00490/FULHH – Extension to existing detached garage.  Lancaster Cottage, Preston Road, Charnock Richard.  (I have only received comments from 2 Councillors on this application.  I need Councillors to respond to this giving valid planning reasons if you wish to object and responses need to be received asap)
2) 20/00585/FULHH – Part two storey side, part single storey rear with first floor balcony above, and elevational alterations including porch to front elevation (following demolition of existing garage and single storey rear extension). 1 Yewlands Avenue, Charnock Richard.

3) 20/00602/FUL – Erection of a 2.4m high steel palisade security fence and construction of a 3m high earth bund.  Scrap Yard, Town Lane, Charnock Richard.
5. Accounts – for payment by agreement, to be ratified the next time the Parish Council meets.
