Due to the cancellation of the Meeting of the Parish Council scheduled to be held on Monday 6th April 2020 at 7.30pm in the Parish Rooms, Charter Lane, Charnock Richard (cancelled due to Coronavirus and in line with government guidelines relating to social distancing and social isolation), the following interim action was taken by members of the Parish Council which will be ratified by full Council at their next proper meeting.

1. To Accept the draft Minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Council held on 2nd March 2020 – 
Agreed: The Minutes of the March Parish Council Meeting were agreed in principle and will be signed the next time the Parish Council meets.

Correspondence and Information items received:
a) Notification that consent has been granted for tree works (felling of an oak tree) included in the application for tree works to a protected tree at the r/o 3 Cherry Tree Close.  Bill Whisker’s response has been emailed to Parish Councillors however, the reasons behind the decision give cause for concern to the Parish Council.
b) Email update re: Southern Parishes – Clancutt Lane Priority Project.  Noted.
c) Correspondence relating to Preston Road, Town Lane, drainage and flooding issues, from BC Whittaker.  Noted.
d) Notification from Chorley Council Neighbourhood Priorities Officer that they will be transferring the £2000 from their budget this year, towards purchase and installation of hardstandings and picnic tables at Orchard Gardens, to the Parish Council for you to pursue this project in due course.  Noted.

Acceptance of Annual Audit Plan for forthcoming year and review of documentation in the 
Parish Councillors Information Pack – Councillors agree that the following action has been taken throughout the year to satisfy Audit Requirements: i) The Parish Council Risk Assessment – was reviewed and confirmed at the Annual Meeting of the Parish Council in May 2019.  Risk review and health and safety implications associated with the work of the Lengthsman remain on-going.  ii) The effectiveness of the Internal Audit was confirmed – the Internal Auditor is both competent and independent, has no relationship with the Clerk or Councillors.  The Audit trail is detailed, planned and the broad scope of the internal audit covers all aspects of the Councils business including financial, administrative, practical and procedural matters.  Any issues arising from both the internal and external auditors are reported to the Parish Council at the earliest opportunity and appropriate action taken.  The Council confirmed the continued appointment of Mrs Stewart as the Parish Councils Internal Auditor.
