Due to the cancellation of the Meeting of the Parish Council scheduled to be held on Monday 1st June 2020 at 7.30pm in the Parish Rooms, Charter Lane, Charnock Richard (cancelled due to Coronavirus and in line with government guidelines relating to social distancing and social isolation), the following interim action was taken by members of the Parish Council which will be ratified by full Council at their next proper meeting.

INTERIM ACTION BETWEEN MEETINGS
12. To Accept the Notes of Interim Action following the cancellation of the Annual Meeting of the Parish Council scheduled to be held on 11th May 2020 – The notes of Interim Action of the Parish Council since the cancellation of the May Meeting were agreed in principle and will be signed the next time the Parish Council meets.
13. Correspondence and Information items received:
a)
Notification permission granted for single storey rear extension, including associated external alterations (following demolition of existing conservatory and rear extension).  Fairfield, Preston Road, Charnock Richard – Noted.
b)
Notification permission granted for single storey side extension including attached garage (following demolition of existing detached garage) and formation of new vehicular access.  2 Lichen Close, Charnock Richard – Noted.
c)
Confirmation that the 2020 Lancashire Best Kept Village Competition has been postponed until 2021 and your entry for Welch Whittle has been transferred for entry in 2021 – Noted.
d)
A thank you letter from Mrs Dervan for your kindness and generosity in delivering the essentials box which is a wonderful example of community spirit working in the village – Councillors are happy deliveries of essential fruit and vegetables are still well received.  Councillor Birchall requested 2 names be removed from the list for delivery now that the list is being repeated.
e)
Notification that the Peter Lathom Charity have paid the £1074.02, 2 years donations from the Charity,  to Charnock Richard United Charity Trustees who will be transferring £1000 of this to the Parish Council in due course towards the ongoing delivery of essentials in the village – Noted.
f)
Confirmation that the Central Lancashire Memorandum of Understanding and Statement of Co-operation consultation has ended and details of the outcome.  (The outcome amongst other things says the distribution of housing will be as follows: Preston City Council 40% South Ribble Borough Council 32.5% Chorley Council 27.5% = Total 100%, which equates to approx. 282 homes per annum in Chorley) – Some Councillors expressed concern at the percentage allocated for Chorley Council, which is slightly lower than first suggested.  However, the feeling is that Chorley has already met the housing demand for the next few years and that this should satisfy the need until there is a legal requirement to provide more.
g)
Confirmation from Chorley BC the Neighbourhood Area Meetings scheduled for June and July have been cancelled & the budget allocated for 2020/21 will be refocused into assisting communities in recovery from coronavirus.  Info. on the work undertaken will be sent over summer – Noted.
h)
Info. on the LCC Public Rights of Way – Local Delivery Scheme 2020/21 – The Council has discussed this scheme annually and continues to feel that they do not have the expertise or resources to take on responsibility for maintenance and upkeep of rights of way. 
14. Reports from Parish Councillors
1)   Councillor Bishop has asked Steve Holgate to pursue the felling of trees at the rear of Cherry Tree Close on behalf of the Council as the Parish Council is not a consultee on these applications.

2)   Parking problems on Church Lane will be made worse by the current road works.

3)
PCSO Featherstone and her colleagues have been working hard to try to resolve and assist with nuisance and destructive behaviour by youths on motorbikes and in cars on German Lane.  Several bikes have been confiscated and fines issued as a result.
4)
Councillor Birchall has been working on the Chorley Circular route with officers at LCC to improve some of the routes which have deteriorated.  She will continue to pursue this.

5)
Serious parking problems emerged with the re-opening of Pole Green Nurseries to customers.  Cars parked on, and obstructing, pavements on Church Lane caused significant visibility issues for road users whilst blocking footways for pedestrians.  The garden centre did put notices on the fence to deter people from parking on the roadside.

6)
Councillor Watson raised awareness to a scam involving bogus emails purporting to be from Chorley Council advising recipients of a credit balance on their Council Tax account and requesting bank details in order to process a refund.
7)
Councillor Bishop thanked younger members of the Parish Council, and their young families, for their additional help and input in keeping people informed, and for the addition of poems, drawings and craft items delivered throughout the village to brighten people’s days during lockdown.
15. Planning – observations on the following application/s were:
1)   20/00391/TPO – Application for work to a protected tree – Chorley BC TPO 4 (Charnock Richard) 1991.  Sycamore – Fell.  2 Cherry Tree Close, Charnock Richard – The Parish Council are again disappointed to see a further application for felling of a tree at the rear of houses on Cherry Tree Close.  The Council object to the tree being removed.  If this is approved the Council will request confirmation of the species and location of a replacement tree.
2)   20/00359/FULHH – Two storey rear extension.  Wenderholm, Preston Road, Charnock Richard – Agreed – No objections.
3)   20/0479/FULHH – Raise ridge by 1m and form dormer to rear elevation.  Pole Green Bungalow, Church Lane, Charnock Richard - Agreed – No objections.
