1. To Accept the Notes of Interim Action following the cancellation of the Meeting of the Parish Council scheduled to be held on 3rd August 2020 and the Zoom Meeting of the Parish Council held on 6th August 2020 – I have attached the notes of the Interim Action of the Parish Council since the cancellation of the August Meeting and the Minutes of the Zoom Meeting to approve the accounts which can be agreed in principle and then signed the next time the Parish Council meets.
2. Correspondence and Information items received:
a) Notification permission granted for extension to existing detached garage.  Lancaster House Farm, Preston Road, Charnock Richard.
b) Notification permission granted for two storey rear extension and extension to detached garage.   The Stables, Delph Lane, Charnock Richard.
c) Notification of temporary road closures on Church Lane, Charnock Richard, over 5 consecutive weekends from 11.30pm on Saturdays until 9.00am on Sundays – 17-18th Oct, 24-25th Oct, 31-1st Nov, 7-8th Nov and 14-15th Nov to allow Network Rail to carry out bridge repair work.
