The Minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting of Charnock Richard Parish Council held on Tuesday 18 May 2021 at 7:00 pm in the Scout Hut, Charter Lane.
 (TO COMPLY WITH COVID-19 REGULATIONS AND SOCIAL DISTANCING, NUMBERS ALLOWED IN THE SCOUT HUT WERE LIMITED TO 19 AT ANY ONE TIME (including Parish Councillors, the Clerk, and members of the Public).  A ONE-WAY SYSTEM IN & OUT OF THE BUILDING WAS IN OPERATION.  ATTENDEES MUST SCAN THE TRACK & TRACE QR CODE DISPLAYED OR LEAVE NAMES AND CONTACT DETAILS IN THE BOOK PROVIDED.  2 METRE SOCIAL DISTANCING WAS OBSERVED.  MASKS OR VISORS WERE WORN INSIDE THE BUILDING.  HAND SANITISER WAS USED ON ENTRY TO THE BUILDING.  IDEALLY ONLY 1 PERSON FROM EACH HOUSEHOLD WILL BE ADMITTED)

Minutes:  The Minutes of the previous Annual Parish Meeting held on Monday 14 May 2019 (held on file in draft) were, approved and signed by the Chairman. (No Meeting held in 2020 due to the Covid-19 Pandemic).
Clerk’s Annual and Financial Report:  The Clerk read aloud the Annual Report and Councillors examined the Financial Statement which was accepted as a full and comprehensive report which will be formally approved at the Annual Meeting of the Parish Council to follow.  Hard copies were provided to Councillors and will be available to the public on request; electronic copies will be available on the Council website.  
Chairman’s Annual Report:  The Chairman delivered the Chairman’s Report on the year’s activities.  A very different Chairman’s report this year, in which the Chairman summed up his personal thoughts about the last 14 months and the impact of Covid-19.  The Chairman emphasised how difficult it had been for the Parish Council to operate normally and how the move to remote Parish Council Meetings via Zoom had, in his opinion, resulted in the loss of some things which would have been handled differently in face to face Meetings.  He reported that due to health issues he, along with other Parish Councillors, had been shielding during the pandemic and had not therefore been able to participate in the good things which the Parish Council have managed to achieve despite the pandemic and restrictive measures in place.  The Chairman expressed his thanks and appreciation to all those who had helped in the handing out of food and goodwill during the preceding 14 months.  The Chairman believes that the Parish Council reacted extremely well to the challenges and he thanked the Vice-Chairman Councillor Bishop, Councillors Watson, Jackson, Cheetham, and Heaton, the Trustee of the United Charities Mr Nickeas and his wife Mrs Nickeas, the Clerk and several volunteers in the Parish, who had all risked their own health and went into the village to deliver much needed, and most appreciated, food parcels, cards, drawings and good wishes.  This was a tremendous effort by the Parish Council and those involved and one which the Chairman was proud of and knows was most appreciated by the residents who benefitted from it.  The Chairman also thanked Mrs M’s Village Pantry and the Hinds Head for their involvement.  The Chairman also went on to thank all the Councillors and volunteers who have been involved in maintaining Orchard Gardens despite the pandemic and agreed that the gardens are looking great and are very well used by residents and visitors.  Councillor Shaw felt that his Chairmanship had been affected by the Covid-19 pandemic and that other issues had come to the forefront not necessarily experienced, and which would have been handled differently, if meetings by zoom had not been necessary.  Disagreements and conflicts between Parish Councillors was one example from which he hoped that the Parish Council, and Councillors, could learn.  He hoped that all involved could take and use what has been learned to improve the Parish Council going forward.  The Chairman thanked all Parish Councillors, and the Clerk, for their help and support and the consideration given to the village during the pandemic and during his term of office.
