Matters Arising from the Minutes to be noted by the Parish Council: 
a) Notification planning permission has been granted for the installation of horse walker. Stables 30m North West of 210 Chorley Lane, Charnock Richard.
b) Notification consent has been granted for tree works to a protected tree – T1 Oak – Lateral reduction of branches overhanging rear garden by a maximum of 1.5 metres.  16 Willow Drive.
c) Confirmation the occupier (a tenant) has been issued with a 28 Day Warning Letter to either remove the structure or submit a retrospective planning application following your report of a breach of planning control by the erection of a shed on the access road r/o 2 Lucas Avenue.  
d) Confirmation Councillor Cheetham has filled the large hole and 2 small cracks in safety surfacing at Mossie Close.  Repairs to the swings are on-going.
e) Notification of the Queen’s Platinum Jubilee Beacons, 2nd-5th June 2022.
f) Report of a large builder’s sign in the garden of 179 Chorley Lane which is a distraction and may need consent due to the size – Enquiries have been made to Chorley Council.
g) Request that the PC thank the golf course restructuring people for cleaning the roads and ask that the regime continues as a matter of course.
