Consultation from LCC on application ref: LCC/2022/0002 (Variation of condition 2 of planning permission ref: LCC/2019/0054 to allow the golf course re-contouring operations and restoration to continue until 23 March 2023).  The Laurels at Charnock Richard, Preston Road, Charnock Richard.
b) Notification that an Environmental Impact Assessment in not required for the installation of a solar energy park.  Land either side of M6, South of Mill Lane, Charnock Richard.
