The Minutes of the Meeting of Charnock Richard Parish Council held on Tuesday 4th October 2022 at 7:00pm, in the Scout Hut, Charter Lane.

Present:  Councillors Mr L Cheetham (Acting Chairman), A Cornwell, H Heaton and Mrs L Watson.  Also present Borough Councillor Singh.

REPORTS, COMPLAINTS AND CONCERNS OF THE PUBLIC, PARISH, BOROUGH AND COUNTY COUNCILLORS PRESENT

(At this point in the Meeting members of the public present can report, ask questions, raise issues and make observations on parish matters or items appearing on the Agenda.  Reports, Complaints and Concerns will also be received from Parish, Borough and County Councillors if attending – Once closed the Chairman will only suspend standing orders to allow further participation if it will aid discussions) 
Member of the public present – provided a plan of the land for proposed inclusion in the forthcoming Local Plan.  The land is to the South of Southgates, off Chorley Lane, Charnock Richard and appears as Correspondence item (b) on the Agenda.  The gentleman was present as the landowner’s associate.  The plan outlines the size and location of the land which extends to roughly 8-9 acres. It was described as a piece of land which could be developed to suit the needs of Chorley Borough and Charnock Richard, as either housing or what the village needs.  Councillors explained that they could not discuss anything in regard to this as they cannot predetermine anything.  It was confirmed this is Green Belt land.  It was reported that the hedges on the Chorley Lane side of the land in question need cutting back.
53. Apologies - Were received and accepted from Councillors Mrs Bishop (Covid), P Leadbetter (prior meeting commitment), Mrs Butcher (work), A J Shaw (Covid) and J Hill (Covid).  Apologies were also received from Borough Councillor Whittaker (Meeting at CBC).
54. Declarations of Interest – Members were asked to consider any disclosable pecuniary interest they may have to declare in relation to matters on this Agenda in accordance with the Localism Act 2011, Parish Council Standing Orders and the Code of Conduct currently in force – Councillor Heaton declared an interest in Planning Item 2) 22/00826/REM.  No further declarations were made at this point however Councillors will declare them should they arise in the Meeting.
55. To Accept the Minutes of the Parish Council held on Tuesday 6th September 2022 - The Draft Minutes of the previous Meeting of the Parish Council held on Tuesday 6th September 2022 had been circulated in advance.  Resolved:  The Minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Council were accepted as a correct record and were signed by the Chairman.
3. Updates for note by the Council:  Report 1 (page 3 – no discussion required) - Agreed.
4. Planning – The Council made the following observations on the applications:
1) 22/00865/FUL - Change of use of golf course storage building (Use Class D2) to a single dwellinghouse (Use Class C3), including alterations to access.  Charnock Brow Barn, Preston Road, Charnock Richard - All details same as 2017 application – 7 bedrooms, 4 study areas etc.  Resolved – No objections in principle to the proposals provided the building is used as a single dwelling family home and the proposals comply with all legislation in relation to change of use of this type of building.  Some concern was however expressed that the plans and proposals could be seen to reflect a house of multiple occupancy.
2) 22/00826/REM – Reserved matters application detailing appearance and landscaping – pursuant to outline planning permission 18/00704/OUT (Outline planning application for the erection of 6no. detached dwellings following demolition of existing buildings, including matters of access, scale and layout.  All other matters reserved). Including details of condition 4 (materials). Lancaster House Farm, Preston Road, Charnock Richard - Resolved – No objections.
3) 22/00902/FULHH – Part two/part single storey front, side and rear extension (following demolition of rear conservatory).  18 The Foxwood, Charnock Richard - Resolved – No objections.
4) 22/00918/REM – Reserved matters application detailing access, appearance, landscaping, layout and scale pursuant to outline planning permission 21/0116/OUT (outline application with all matters reserved for demolition of buildings and residential development for up to nine detached dwellings).  Hunters Lodge Motel, Preston Road, Charnock Richard - Resolved – No objections.                                                                                                
5. Correspondence and Information items requiring discussion or action:
a) Request from LCC for details of any “Warm and Welcoming Spaces” in the village i.e.: publicly accessible buildings, free of charge, where people are welcome to keep warm and comfortable – Councillors discussed this but could not come up with a publicly accessible building which could be used free of charge, where people are welcome to keep warm and comfortable.
b) Infor. via BC Whittaker on land located to the south of Southgates, off Chorley Lane, Charnock Richard, request for inclusion in the Local Plan – Noted following discussions in the public part of the Meeting.
c) Notification of completion of Audit for the year ending 31 March 2022 with no matters arising - Resolved – The completion of the audit is accepted and noted by the Parish Council.
d) Info. from LALC – Notification the AGM will be held Sat. 12/11/22 in the afternoon – Noted.
e) Details of late items of correspondence received – i) Notification the Parish & Town Council Annual Conference will take place on Sat. 12/11/22 in the morning and can be attended in person or remotely – Noted.  The Clerk will attend remotely. ii) Notification of the outcome of the Appeal for the Motocross Track off Croston Lane – the site must now be put back to what it was prior to the most recent development, all items brought onto the site must be removed and all hedges and trees removed must be replanted.  There are time scales for compliance with all aspects of the decision – Noted.  The Council will ask what the outcome will be if the appellants do not comply with the decision notice.  The Council will also request clarification of who the appeal decision was served against. iii) Request from a resident to resurrect the suggestion of a Father Christmas going around the village this year – The Parish Council discussed this matter and decided that it is probably better for liaison to take place with the Football Club who already has a visit from Father Christmas in the Football Club on Christmas Eve.  It was also suggested that it may be better to work in conjunction with an already existing Committee in the Village e.g.: the Scarecrow Committee.  iv)  An email from a resident who owns a piece of land in the village with a suggestion that it could possibly be used for allotments – The Parish Council will advise that the landowner speak with Chorley Council on this matter as planning permission will be required and there are protocol, guidelines and insurance implications associated with running, providing and maintaining allotments. 
v)  A land agents valuation of land at Orchard Gardens – Noted by the Parish Council and to be kept on file.  The Council is likely to want to look at both portions of land, the Orchard and the land adjacent, which could also then be opened up to the community.  The Council will put the rent for Orchard Gardens and the land adjacent on the December Agenda for payment.
6. Reports, Complaints, Concerns from Councillors - not addressed at the beginning of the Meeting
· In his absence a report from Councillor Leadbetter was read aloud – reporting the obstruction being caused by a parked highways vehicle on Church Lane in the vicinity of Mrs M’s Village Pantry – The Chairman will be asked to speak to the owner of the vehicle initially and if the obstruction continues this will be reported to the PCSO.
· 71 Chorley Lane, an empty property, utilities to the property have been cut off and there is a collapsed drain in the garden which is now providing easy access for vermin.  The brambles and trees in the garden are now affecting neighbouring properties.  Fences have collapsed.  The presence of vermin is now having a detrimental impact on the neighbours and their families.

· The Council will begin to obtain prices for a moveable SPID.

· There are now white road markings on Charter Lane indicating that some work will be undertaken to the carriageway.  The Council would like to know how the work will be undertaken and when, as this is a very busy road.
7. Reports from Committees and Representatives on Outside Bodies – It was confirmed that the Clerk and Councillor Cheetham are gathering quotations for the replacement roundabout at Mossie Close Play Area.  It may be that Chorley Council can get one cheaper as they possibly buy in bulk.  The Clerk will enquire whether there is any s106 money available.
8. Charnock Richard “Best Kept” Garden, Business and Street Competition – The presentation will take place at the Football Club on Thursday 27th October 2022 at 7.30pm.  The Mayor will be attending to present prizes.  Invitations to attend will be sent this coming week.  Borough Councillor Whittaker and former Mayor, County Councillor Steve Holgate, have agreed to judge the Best Kept Business category.  A small group of Parish Councillors and the Lengthsman will determine the Best Kept Street.  The Football Club will be asked to arrange the catering and the provision of the first drink for those attending to be paid for by the Parish Council.  Numbers for catering to be confirmed 3-4 days before the presentation.  Trophies will be collected and engraved with the winning names and a prize for the Best Kept Business will be sourced.  A banner may be more suitable for the Best Kept Street – to be decided.
