a) Notification permission granted for erection of a polytunnel for agricultural purposes (retrospective).  Tan House Farm, Preston Road, Charnock Richard.
b) Notification permission granted for part two storey/part single storey front, side and rear extension (following demolition of rear conservatory), 18 The Foxwood, Charnock Richard.

You do however, have the same right to speak as a member of the public and may remain in the room to enable you to exercise that right and then leave immediately.  In either case you must not seek to improperly influence a decision of the matter.
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
