The Minutes of the Meeting of Charnock Richard Parish Council held on Tuesday 1st November 2022 at 7:00pm, in the Scout Hut, Charter Lane.

Present:  Councillors Mrs A Bishop (Chairman), L Cheetham, A Cornwell, A J Shaw, J Hill, Mrs E Butcher, Mrs L Watson, and G Brennand.  Councillor Heaton arrived later after a Meeting at Chorley Council.  Borough Councillors Whittaker & Singh arrived later after their Meeting at Chorley Council.

REPORTS, COMPLAINTS AND CONCERNS OF THE PUBLIC, PARISH, BOROUGH AND COUNTY COUNCILLORS PRESENT

(At this point in the Meeting members of the public present can report, ask questions, raise issues and make observations on parish matters or items appearing on the agenda.  Reports, Complaints and Concerns will also be received from Parish, Borough and County Councillors if attending – Once closed the Chairman will only suspend standing orders to allow further participation if it will aid discussions) 
Member of the public present – to discuss the potential planning application by Duchy Homes to develop land off Charter Lane.  It was confirmed that no planning application has been submitted to date and that the Parish Council has to be careful not to be seen to be pre-judging any proposals.  The Parish Council has had no direct communication from the developers in regard to their proposals.  Residents are responding to what they have seen happening on the land and in the leaflet received.  It was stated that sustainability and lack of infrastructure remain important factors for consideration.  It has been noted that speed recording strips have been put down recently, however, they will not provide accurate information as the main road through Coppull is closed at the moment and traffic is detouring through Charnock Richard.  A resident referred to a document on LCC’s website in relation to the Spatial Strategy and the fact that the Joint Advisory Committee are discussing the emerging Local Plan.  Residents asked if Charnock Richard has been identified in the emerging Local Plan as an area for investment and/or development and whether Policy 1 of the existing Local Plan will be brought forward into the forthcoming Local Plan.  Policy 1 states that development/s in Charnock Richard should be limited to small developments and infill.  It was confirmed that the Parish Council has heard nothing to date about the emerging Local Plan.
64. Apologies – Were received and accepted from Councillor Leadbetter (prior commitment) and from Councillor Heaton (arriving late, attending a Meeting at Chorley Council).
65. Declarations of Interest – Members were asked to consider any disclosable pecuniary interest they may have to declare in relation to matters on this Agenda in accordance with the Localism Act 2011, Parish Council Standing Orders and the Code of Conduct currently in force - No declarations were made at this point however Councillors will declare them should they arise in the Meeting.
66. To Accept the Minutes of the Parish Council held on Tuesday 4th October 2022 - The Draft Minutes of the previous Meeting of the Parish Council held on Tuesday 4th October 2022 had been circulated in advance.  Resolved:  The Minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Council were accepted as a correct record and were signed by the Chairman.
66. Updates for note by the Council:  Report 1 (page 2 – no discussion required) - Agreed. 
Item b) – Councillors reported the confusion was initially reported by the Postman.  The homeowner adjacent has confirmed that they have not moved the street name sign and that the flags were already down when they purchased their home.  The Council will refer this to Chorley Council for investigation into relocation of the street name sign and will confirm that the flags were laid when the present owner purchased the house.
67. Planning – The Council will be required to make observations on the following applications:
1) 22/00964/FULHH – Part single storey, part two storey front/side extension, single storey rear extension (following demolition of conservatory and attached garage). 144 Chorley Lane, Charnock Richard - Resolved – No objections.
2) 22/01016/LBC – Application for Listed Building Consent for replacement windows and door to south side of house and attic windows to the western elevation, all using oak.  Tan House Farm, Preston Road, Charnock Richard - Resolved – No objections.
68. Correspondence and Information items requiring discussion or action:
a) Acknowledgement of activity on land off Charter Lane.  No planning application verified at the date of compiling the agenda – Noted.
b) Latest version of LCC’s SPID Policy and Procedure October 2022 – Resolved – The Council will obtain a price for a moveable/hybrid SPID and look at the insurance implications of adding public liability insurance for the Lengthsman to move the SPID around the village.
c) Offer of free Digital Skills Sessions for Charnock Richard residents from Chorley Council – Councillors agreed they do not have the manpower to support this at the moment.  The Council will ask if the courses cannot be delivered in other venues e.g.: The Town Hall, the Central Library and Local Libraries.  Possibly also assist with accessibility to those venue e.g.: using Dial-a-Ride or a minibus.
d) Enquiry from a resident for an update on the barrier to the Northbound M6 – The Council will request an update from Welcome Break on this matter.
e) Confirmation from the homeowner at 2 Willow Drive that the flags on their driveway were there at the time of purchase of the house.  Request that this be clarified in the Minutes – The Parish Council acknowledge that the flags were already laid at the time of purchase.
f) Request for your views on a Moving Traffic Consultation from LCC – The Parish Council will ask how LCC can look at taking on new services whilst cuts to services have recently been announced.  The Parish Council do not feel that they can complete their existing functions to full capacity.  The Council believe that many people are under enormous financial pressure at the moment without the possible additional fines these powers could generate.  Resolved - The Parish Council are not in favour of LCC taking on these additional functions.
g) Notification that Chorley Council Play & Open Spaces Fund is now open for applications – The Clerk will look at the possibility of a replacement slide at Mossie Close play area and surface upgrading to the manmade path to access the play area on Chorley Council land adjacent.  
h) Copy October Mossie Close Play Area inspection report – A new litter bin is required and work required to the metal seats on the play area - A request for a new litter bin on Mossie Close will be made to Chorley Council who empty the existing one.  Councillor Cheetham will attend to the benches which require work and Councillor Heaton agreed to lay surplus safety surfacing which is currently in storage in front of the benches to assist with the muddy surface currently present.
i) Remembrance Sunday – Mayor’s Civic Party, Sunday 13th November 2022 in Astley Park.  The Parish Council to attend the Christ Church Charnock Richard Service at 10.30 am followed by laying of wreath at the Memorial Garden – As the Chairman is attending the Mayor’s Remembrance Day Service in Chorley the Vice-Chairman, Councillor Cheetham, will lay the Parish Council wreath in the Memorial Garden.
j) Parish Council Christmas Meal – Councillors discussed the possibility of holding this at the Hinds Head or the Bowling Green this year.  After discussion and a vote, it was Resolved – that the Parish Council Christmas Meal will be held at the Bowling Green on Thursday 8th December 2022.  The Clerk will circulate the menu and book.
k) Feedback on the Best Kept Garden Presentation Evening – All agreed that this was a successful event and a very enjoyable evening.  The Council take on Board the judge’s comments and will look to deliver nomination letters earlier next year.
l) Info. from LALC – Reminder Parish & Town Council Conference – Sat. 12/11/22, County Hall, Preston, from 9.30 am, in person or remotely – The Clerk and Councillor Butcher will attend remotely.  Reminder LALC AGM – Sat. 12/11/22 County Hall, Preston, in the afternoon, in person only – Apologies.  Slides from CPRE via LALC on Climate Action Plans for Neighbourhood Plans.  Details of Councillors Training Courses available in January – Noted.
m) Details of late items of correspondence received – i) October Crime Figures – Noted. ii) Brief update from the Diocese re: Orchard Gardens – Noted.  The Council will put the cheque for payment of rent for Orchard Gardens and the land adjacent on the December Agenda.       iii) Notification of a public consultation by Kronos Solar on Tuesday 6th December 2022 at the Football Club – The Parish Council will notify them that this is also the date of the December Parish Council Meeting.
69. Reports, Complaints, Concerns from Councillors - not addressed at the beginning of the Meeting
-
In his absence the Clerk read aloud Councillor Leadbetter’s views on the possible development at Charter Lane and that residents may wish to consider what they do want at this site and possibly work with the developer to achieve something mutually acceptable.
-
Overgrown hedges in front of Barkers Farm need cutting back to aid pedestrian safety.

The Chairman suspended Standing Orders to allow BC Whittaker to speak, having arrived after 

the Borough Council Meeting.  Councillor Whittaker confirmed that no planning application has as

yet been received for possible development of land off Charter Lane.  He reported complaints

received from residents in Heskin and Eccleston about noise from the Zombie nights at the Camelot

site.  It was confirmed that these will stop soon and that no complaints had been received from

residents of Charnock Richard.  The current activities are covered by the existing planning permission

and licences at the Camelot site.  He reported that other departments at Chorley Council are looking at

Environmental Issues at the site.  The Meeting was resumed.

-
Burning of materials on Preston Road, for which a licence is required, was reported to the Parish Council.  This will be reported to Chorley Council Environmental Health department.

-
Flooding remains an issue at German Lane.

-
Sponsorship of the planted areas in the village is almost complete.  Councillor Shaw to pursue.
-
It was reported that Councillor Shaw watched the road sweeper going through the village recently and that brushing and/or leaf removal did not appear to be taking place.  The kerb edges appeared to look the same after the sweep as they did before it.  Road sweeping has not taken place for some considerable time, and then when it does, it is unsatisfactory.

-
The Council will request a copy of the gulley cleaning schedule for Charnock Richard.

-
Overhanging hedges on Church Lane will be reported to the landowner.

-
Councillor Bishop reported, having spoken to the engineers on Charter Lane, patching work will be undertaken in December with surface dressing being done next year.  Councillors consider that patching and surface dressing is a waste of money as work was reportedly taking place in 2023.

-
The Lengthsman will be asked to remove leaves in front of the Church before Remembrance Day.

-
Councillors confirmed that the road sweeper cannot sweep all gullies on Charter Lane due to parked vehicles.  The Lengthsman will be asked to clear any blockages he can.

-
Incidents of car thefts, one on Neargates and one on Leeson Avenue, were reported.  Some of the stolen property has been retrieved.  Homeowners are asked to be vigilant.
70. Reports from Committees and Representatives on Outside Bodies – Almshouse Meeting – attended by Councillor Leadbetter reported in his absence that, all five are currently occupied and all appears to be well managed.  Next Meeting in November will be the Budget Meeting.  Chorley Council Liaison Meeting – attended by Councillor Cornwell who reported discussions on thefts from cars are increasing.  The Police attended the Meeting.  Reported that 20mph limits are enforceable.  Residents are advised to telephone 101 for non-emergencies and 999 for emergencies 
71. Update on Roundabout Installation – Mossie Close Play Area – The Clerk confirmed that the inclusive roundabout has been ordered from Kompan and is now being manufactured.
